General School Information

Pathway opened in the 2004-2005 school year with Kindergarten through Fifth grade. We added a grade per

year and are now serving students in Kindergarten through the Eighth grade.

School is in session each day from 8:00 am until 3:05 pm. We have several after school programs including
intramural football, basketball, volleyball, baseball, choir, Pathway University for advanced students, and

Power Hour for students needing additional academic support.
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Pathway School of Discovery is managed by National Heritage Academies (NHA), a charter school manage-
ment company based in Grand Rapids, Michigan. NHA provides educational and administrative support for

the school. Although NHA provides school administrators with a foundation of support and guidance, it is
the school administrators and staff who are responsible for the school’s daily operations and decision-making.

Process for Acceptance

Pathway School of Discovery is a state-funded,
public charter school. Therefore, there is no
cost to attend the school. The school is open
to any child wishing to attend. Students must
be age-appropriate for their respective grade,
and they must reside in the state of Ohio.

By law, Pathway School of Discovery cannot
restrict enrollment based on selection criteria.
Pathway School of Discovery can, however,
limit the total number of offered seats.

Pathway School of Discovery’s open enroll-
ment period is from first day of the current
school year until 5:00 p.m. on the last day of
business in February of the current school
year. If applications received exceed offered
seats in any grade level (“oversubscribed
grades”), a random selection process will take
place for all grade levels including under-
subscribed grade levels. If applications re-
ceived are fewer than offered seats in each and
every grade level (“under-subscribed grades”),
all eligible applicants will be accepted and a
random selection process will not be con-
ducted.

All applications received after the Open En-
rollment Period will not be eligible to partici-
pate in the random selection process, and will
be added to the end of the accepted list if
offered seats are still available after the random
selection process, or to the resulting waiting
list created at the time of the random selection
process.

Accepted applicants are determined by the

random selection process. Accepted applicants
must confirm their intent to attend the school
within four weeks of acceptance by returning
an Admissions Form and Official Release of
Records Form. The school will send all ac-
cepted applicants a postcard reminding them
of this obligation. The postcard will inform
the parent that if the student does not attend
the first day of school or call in to request an
excused absence by the date and time indi-
cated, the student will forfeit his/her accepted
status in the school and will not be en-
rolled. The school will attempt to call all ap-
plicants who have not responded to inquire
whether the applicant is still planning to at-
tend.

Once students are enrolled and remain en-
rolled, they will remain eligible to be re-
enrolled at the school for successive years with-
out having to reenter the random selection
process. They must, however, fill out a re-
enrollment form by the end of the Open En-
rollment Period showing intent to re-enroll for
the subsequent school year. All applicants on
a waiting list must resubmit an application for
the following school year during the next
Open Enrollment Period.

Enrollment preference is first given to cur-
rently enrolled students. Next preference is
given to the following ordered categories of
applicants:

®  Siblings of students who are attending
the school the previous year

®  Applicants residing in the school district
where the school is located

*  All remaining applicants

If a student is selected for a grade level that
still has offered seats available and the student
has a sibling applying for a grade that no
longer has offered seats available, the student
will be placed on the accepted chart for his/
her grade level and the student’s sibling will be
placed on the waiting list chart for his/her
grade level and marked as having sibling pref-
Therefore, while sibling preference
applies, siblings are not guaranteed a seat.

crease of 2), increased its Performance Index score by 2.9 points to 95.5, met AYP, and received a value added rating of “met”.
