Uniform Vendor

Shipping Options 
New for the 2019-2020 school year, we are offering FREE SHIPPING TO YOUR SCHOOL YEAR-ROUND! 
At check-out, you will have the following options: 

1) Ship to School – Free Shipping
Orders will ship the 1st and 3rd Friday of each month and will be available for pick-up at the school 3
business days after shipping (day may vary based on school closing due to snow day, holiday, etc.).
Orders must be received by Wednesday at 8 a.m. to be included in the Friday shipment.

2) Ship to Home – Shipping Fees Will Apply
Orders will arrive within 7-10 business days. You will be charged shipping for this option.

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Parental Partnership: Dress Code 

 
To enable students to reach high academic standards, the school has put in place a dress code 
designed to reduce distractions and competitions. Implementing a simple, flexible, cost-effective 
dress code promotes student learning and increased academic instruction time. Interpretation of the 
Dress Code is at the principal and staff’s discretion and their decision is final. 

 

Personal Hygiene 
The personal grooming of students should be in accord with the standards set by the uniform dress 
code. Students should be clean and neat when at school. 
 

All Students 
• All shirts must be a short- or long-sleeve bright green polo. A bright green polo purchased only 

through Image Builders is encouraged. Please contact the Image Builders toll-free customer service 
hotline at (855) 654-6243. A customer service representative will be available from 8:00 a.m. to 
5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday – Eastern Standard Time or go to the school website for more 
information. Alternatively, a short- or long-sleeve white or navy-blue polo may be purchased at a 
manufacturer of your choice. 

• Grades K-8 dress pants must be navy blue. Pants need to be slack/dockers style. No cargo pockets 
or stretch material permitted. Navy blue colored leggings or stretchy pants are not acceptable 
uniform pants.  

• Grades 6-8 students may also wear a long- or short-sleeve white dress shirt with a navy/bright 
green tie.  Girls wear a cross tie and boys wear a neck tie. Ties purchased only through Image 
Builders are encouraged.   

• Shirts must be tucked in at all times. 

• All shirts worn under uniform shirts must be solid white. 

• All students may wear the shoes of their choice. Shoes must cover the entire foot (no open toed or 
open back). Athletic shoes must be worn on gym days. Dress boots are acceptable. Boots may not 
have excessive fur or other distracting adornments. Snow boots may be worn to school, but 
students should change into school shoes upon arrival.  

• All footwear must be clean and free of distractions. 
• Solid navy sweaters, over a collared uniform shirt. No hoods, stripes, logos, patterns or fur are 

permitted.  
• All students wearing bottoms with belt loops must wear a solid black, brown, or navy belt and be 

free of any adornments.  
• Hats of any kind are not permitted.  
• White, navy, brown, and black socks (or tights for girls) must be worn.   
• Leggings in black, white, navy, and brown are only permitted under dresses or skirts and must 

come to the ankles.  
• Hairstyles must be conservative; not covering the eyes and of natural tones. Extreme hairstyles are 

not permitted. Hair must be neat and clean. 

• Visible markings, tattoos, or writing on the skin is not permitted. 

• Wearing, carrying, and displaying gang paraphernalia, names, signs, or symbols of gang 
membership are prohibited. 

 

Boys  

• K-8 boys must wear navy dress pants or shorts. No cargo pockets allowed. 

• Body piercing ornaments are not permitted. 
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Girls 

• K-8 girls must wear navy dress pants, skirts, skorts, jumpers, or capri pants. Leggings are not 
permitted unless worn under a dress or skirt. 

• All bottoms must be no shorter than three inches above the knees.  
• A reasonable number of earrings are permitted. Only ears may be pierced. Jewelry and accessories 

must be in good taste and are at the discretion of the leadership team. Hoop earrings must be 
smaller than a quarter. 

• Conservative makeup is permitted. A student wearing makeup in a way the draws attention or 
distract others will be asked to wash it off.  

• Girls are not permitted to carry purses. 

 

Dress Down Days 

When dress down days are awarded, the following are not permitted: 

• Hats 

• Flip flops or other open toed/open heeled shoes 

• Spaghetti strap shirts 

• Tank tops 

• Tight fitted jeans or pants 

• Shirts with inappropriate writing
