Grades K-5 

• Bright green, navy, gray or white polo 
• Navy, black, gray or khaki bottoms 

 
Grades 6-8 

• Bright green, navy, gray or white polo 
• Optional white dress shirt with custom blue and green tie 
• Navy, black, gray or khaki bottoms

Uniform Vendor 
NHA has partnered with a uniform vendor, Image Builders Marketing. Bright green polo shirts and custom green 
and blue ties must be purchased through Image Builders. You may purchase the other uniform pieces from a 
vendor of your choice; however, Image Builders also sells some of these items. Please see the attached brochure 
for product information.

Shipping Options 
New for the 2019-2020 school year, we are offering FREE SHIPPING TO YOUR SCHOOL YEAR-ROUND!  
At check-out, you will have the following options: 
 

1) Ship to School – Free Shipping 
Orders will ship the 1st and 3rd Friday of each month and will be available for pick-up at the school 3 
business days after shipping (day may vary based on school closing due to snow day, holiday, etc.). 
Orders must be received by Wednesday at 8 a.m. to be included in the Friday shipment.

2) Ship to Home – Shipping Fees Will Apply 
Orders will arrive within 7-10 business days. You will be charged shipping for this option.

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Parental Partnership: Dress Code 
 
To enable students to reach high academic standards, the school has put in place a dress code 
designed to reduce distractions and competitions. Implementing a simple, flexible, cost-effective 
dress code promotes student learning and increased academic instruction time. Interpretation of the 
Dress Code is at the principal and staff’s discretion and their decision is final. 

 

Personal Hygiene 
The personal grooming of students should be in accord with the standards set by the uniform dress 
code. Students should be clean and neat when at school. 
 

All Students 
• Students must wear shirts with collars (includes mock turtlenecks, long- or short-sleeved, cotton 

or knit). Shirts may have only school logos. Sleeveless shirts, tank tops, and muscle shirts are not 
permitted.  

• Shirts for all students (K-8) may be white, navy blue, bright green or gray. A bright green polo 
purchased only through Image Builders is encouraged. Please contact the Image Builders toll-free 
customer service hotline at (855) 654-6243. A customer service representative will be available 
from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday – Eastern Standard Time or go to the school 
website for more information.    

• Loafers, casual dress, fashion boots, or athletic shoes may be worn. All shoes must be conservative 
in color. No fluorescent or bright colors, wheels, glitter, sparkle, or light up shoes will be 
permitted.  In addition, belts must be brown or black and are not permitted to be decorative. 
Heels may not exceed two inches. Platform or open-back shoes are not permitted. Snow boots are 
only permitted as outerwear and should not be worn during the school day.     

• Cold weather attire may include solid-colored sweaters, vests, sweatshirts or fleece in white, navy 
blue, gray or black. Sweatshirts with hoods are not permitted. A collared shirt must be worn under 
sweaters, vests, sweatshirt or fleece. 

• Pants and shorts (and skirts, skorts, and jumpers for girls) must be navy, black, gray, or khaki for 
all grades (K-8)  

• Sweatpants, wide-leg pants, sagging pants, and low-risers are not permitted. Yoga pants/leggings 
may not be worn as pants but may only be worn under skirts or jumpers.   Denim and jean 
materials are not permitted.   

• Pants, shorts, skirts, etc. must be worn at the waist. 

• Clothing may not be ripped or torn. Bare midriffs are not permitted. 

• Conservative colored socks (or solid colored tights for girls) must be worn at all times. 

• Hats and head scarves are not permitted unless administrative permission has been given. 

• Extreme hairstyles and colored faux hair are prohibited. Hair color must be of natural tones.   

• Tattoos are not permitted. 

• Wearing, carrying, and displaying gang paraphernalia, names, signs, or symbols of gang 
membership are prohibited. 

• Clothing must fit the individual in a modest fashion i.e. No tight-fitting pants, shirts, low cut 
shirts, etc. 

 

Boys 
• Hairstyles must be conservative, well kept, and not obstruct student vision.  Facial hair must be 

trimmed and well kept. 

• Earrings and body piercing ornaments are not permitted. 
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Girls 
• Hairstyles must be conservative, well kept, and not obstruct student vision. 

• All bottoms must be either longer than the fingertips when the student’s arms hang at her sides or 
no more than three inches above the knees. 

• A reasonable number of modest earrings that are shorter than 1 inch longs are permitted. Body 
piercing ornaments are not permitted. 

• Makeup is not permitted in grades K through 5. Makeup in middle school must be modest. 
 

Grades 6-8 

• Middle school students have the option of wearing a long or short sleeve white dress shirt with a 
custom bright green and navy blue striped tie. Ties purchased only through Image Builders are 
encouraged.
